Focus Groups:
Demographics of
Participants

® 18 groups (n=206) participants: mix of race/ethnicity, income,
and education consistent with the state census data for the
respective geographic regions.

® Six cohorts included:
- Adults 21-39 “users’”
- Adults 21-39 “intent-to-use’
- Adults 40+ “users’
- Adults 40+ “intent-to-use”
- Middle school parents
- High school parents




Results of All Focus Groups:
Knowledge About the Law

® Majority were aware of the law

® Many aware of municipal votes on retail sales

® Aware of limits for possession and growth

® Some confusion over the legal age of use (18 vs. 21)

e Many talked about the prevalence of public use & enforcement

® Most understood the prohibition of public use
