(2) Final license is subject to inspection and audit to ascertain compliance with the requirements
listed in 935 CMR 500.105 through 935 CMR 500.160 as applicable;

(3) Final license is subject to inspection and audit to ascertain that the facilities are compliant
with all applicable state and local codes, bylaws, ordinances, and regulations;

(4) The applicant shall cooperate with and provide information to Commission investigators,
agents, and employees upon request;

(5) Provisional license is subject to the payment of the appropriate license fee pursuant to 935
CMR 500.005;

(6) Final license is subject to providing the Commission with specific information on the
location(s) where the applicant’s plan to positively impact areas of disproportionate impact
will be effectuated.

This recommendation was based on the applicant’s demonstrated compliance with the laws and
regulations of the Commonwealth, suitability for licensure, and upon the evaluation of the thoroughness
of the applicant’s responses to the required criteria.

Commission staff certify that a due diligence review of the applications were performed. As of this date,
the applicant has demonstrated compliance with the laws and regulations of the Commonwealth and
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suitability for licensure. Accordingly, the applicant is recommended for provisional licensure with the
previously mentioned conditions.
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
