Provisional licensure is subject to the payment of the appropriate license fee;

Final licensure is subject to the applicant providing further information on advertising

practices (i.e. flyers on college campuses) relating to its Positive Impact Plan and the

ability to comply with the Commission’s regulations pursuant to 935 CMR 500.105(4);

6. Final licensure is subject to the applicant amending its Diversity Plan to include specific
measurable goals; and

7. Final licensure is subject to the applicant ensuring compliance with 935 CMR
500.105(4)(a), namely, the compliance of its business name as it relates to colloquial
references to cannabis or marijuana.
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The applicant has demonstrated compliance with the laws and regulations of the Commonwealth
and suitability for licensure. Therefore, the applicant is recommended for provisional licensure.
