The MTC has a Final Certificate of Registration for dispensing, cultivating and
processing.

The applicant and municipality executed a Host Community Agreement on August 20,
2018.

The applicant conducted a community outreach meeting on September 13, 2018 and
provided documentation demonstrating compliance with Commission regulations.

The Commission received a municipal response from the municipality on April 24, 2019
stating the applicant was in compliance with all local ordinances and bylaws.

The applicant proposed the following programs for its Positive Impact Plan:
