COMPLIANCE WITH POSITIVE IMPACT PLAN
Progress or Success Goal 1

Description of Progress or Success: Due to COVID-19, along with the vulnerability of the residents of Jeremiah's Inn, our ability to conduct most
of these events is severely curtailed. We were rightfully not allowed on the premises and the Evening Meal program was temporarily
discontinued. The results of these programs are listed below:
1. Volunteering — Not allowed due to COVID-19
2. Resume writing and interview skill workshops — Not allowed due to COVID-19
3. Held Food Drives. We've completed the following:
2/10/2021: Evening Meal provided for all residents.
+ 3/30/2021: Evening Meal provided for all residents.
+ 4/27/2021: Evening Meal will be provided for all residents.
+ May TBD: “Cake Bakers” participation. We will provide a special occasion cake for all residents.
+ June 7th - 13th: Resinate will participate in the Jeremiah’s Inn Annual Food Drive for those most adversely impacted by COVID-19.

4. Meet Quarterly with the Office of the Executive Director — we have worked together as directed to provide the aforementioned services.

Progress or Success Goal 2
Description of Progress or Success: Resinate is currently working with Major Bloom, an Economic Empowerment applicant with the following

action items:

1. Shadowing of a Retail Facing Employee - The shadowing of a retail-facing employee will help to better understand the flow of a sale. With
hundreds of consumers entering cannabis establishments on a daily basis, it's imperative to understand the consumers and communications
between the business and the average consumer. How average communications happen between sales representatives and customers, how the
product is pulled from shelves and scanned through the company's chosen point of sales system. Potentially seeing how the product is
restocked from inventory rooms to the sales floor as well.

2. Casual Interview with Inventory Specialist - Understanding of a good process of organization among the inventories. What are some
strategies that have worked versus which have not? Gaining an understanding of METRC flow to point of sales systems as well. What seems to
be the “sweet spot” with the amount of each product and product type within the business. What does intake look like when deliveries are made?
How quickly do products seem to sit from intake to final sale?

3. Questions with Upper-Level Executives - The cannabis industry in Massachusetts is relatively new and exponentially growing. What are the
ups and downs of the industry? Gaining insight into what has been happening within the business from start to finish will help to create a good
starting basis for Major Bloom's opening date. Any and all information is helpful in driving the innovation that is the cannabis industry. Questions

being asked will be provided as well.

By gaining valuable experience and knowledge from already existing marijuana establishments, Major Bloom will be able to assess the

Massachusetts market demand on a day-to-day basis.

Progress or Success Goal 3

Description of Progress or Success: 1. Resinate has made a financial donation of $5,000 to be a Platinum Sponsor of the Sheriff's Community
Outreach Program

2. Resinate has provided volunteer hours to create an educational podcast for the senior community targeted as part of the Sheriff's ElderCare
Educational Program as described above.

3. Resinate also has two Reserve Deputy Sheriffs (Peter DeCaro and Diane Frydrych) based on the following criteria: Position in the
community, willingness to perform community service, ability to be an asset to the Worcester County Sheriff’s Department. These Reserve

Deputies may be called upon at any time to assist the Sheriff's Department.

Progress or Success Goal 4

Description of Progress or Success: In the month of January, we donated $552 to the Fresh Start organization which will go towards a new
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program that Derrick Kiser is starting up call “Your Health Is Your Wealth Program”. In coming months, Resinate staff members will volunteer as

leaders.

We plan on highlighting members from Fresh Start 508, by following and sharing their journey and successes. For example, members leaving
jail, entering the community and starting their own small businesses in the Worcester area to support themselves and their families (as well as

being able to highlight and share their work and being a role model for individuals who may be going through the same thing.)

Progress or Success Goal 5
Description of Progress or Success: In the month of February, we donated $857 to the MRCC organization which will go towards supporting the

advocacy, education, online workshops, and more that MRCC provides. We plan on taking part in the upcoming MRCC Roll + Ride event.

License with the CCC. As such, we are required to request the following:

Documentation that the MTC requested from its Host Community the records of any cost to
a city or town reasonably related to the operation of the MTC, which would include the city’s
or town’s anticipated and actual expenses resulting from the operation of the MTC in its
community. The applicant shall provide a copy of the electronic or written request, which
should include the date of the request, and either the substantive response(s) received, or
an attestation that no response was received from the city or town. The request should state
that in accordance with M.G.L. c. 94G, § 3(d), any cost to a city or town imposed by the
operation of an MTC shall be documented and considered a public record as defined by
M.G.L.c. 4, § 7,cl.26.

As of today, we are clearly not operating and therefore there probably isn’t any costs incurred, but
we are required to request this information and required to get a response from the Town. If the
Town doesn’t respond, we just need to provide an attestation that no response was given. Would
you produce a response so that we may submit that to the CCC?

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AMENDED AND RESTATED BY-LAWS
OF

RESINATE, INC.

ARTICLE I
ARTICLES OF ORGANIZATION

The name of the corporation shall be as set forth in the articles of organization. The corporation
shall have the purpose of engaging in any lawful business, unless a more limited purpose is set
forth in the articles of organization. The powers of the corporation shall be all powers as set
forth in the Massachusetts Business Corporation Act (The “Act”), unless more limited powers or
restrictions on any powers are set forth in the articles of organization. The powers of the
corporation’s directors and Shareholders, or any class of Shareholders if the corporation has
more than one class of stock, and all matters concerning the conduct and regulation of the
business and affairs of the corporation shall be subject to such provisions in regard thereto, if
any, as are set forth in the articles of organization. In the event of any inconsistency between the
articles of organization and these by-laws, the articles of organization shall be controlling. All
references in these by-laws to the articles of organization shall be construed to mean the articles
of organization of the corporation as from time to time in effect.

ARTICLE I
SHAREHOLDERS
1. Annual Meeting.

The annual meeting of shareholders shall be held at 10:00 A.M., or at such other time as
the board of directors shall determine, on the third Wednesday of May in each year unless such
date is a legal holiday. If such date is a legal holiday, then the annual meeting shall be held at
the same hour on the next succeeding business day not a legal holiday. The purposes for which
an annual meeting is to be held include the election of directors and transacting such other
business as may properly be brought before such meeting.

2. Special Meetings.

A special meeting of shareholders may be called at any time by the president or by the
directors. Upon written application of one or more Shareholders who hold the aggregate at least
ten percent of all votes, which written application or applications shall be signed and dated by
such shareholders and shall state the purpose for which the meeting is to be held, a special
meeting shall be called by the secretary, or in case of the death, absence, incapacity or refusal of
the secretary, by any other officer. Each call of a meeting shall state the place, date, hour and
purposes of the meeting.



3. Place of Meetings.

The place at which any special or annual meeting of shareholders shall be held shall be
fixed by the board of directors. Meetings of shareholders may be held at any physical location in
or by the board of directors. Meeting of shareholders may be held at any physical location in or
outside Massachusetts. Any adjourned session of any meeting of the shareholders shall be held
at the place designated in the vote of adjournment, of if no such place is designated, at the same
place or by the same remote communication method as the adjourned meeting.

In addition, the board of directors may authorize any meeting to be held solely by remote
communication with no fixed physical location, or may authorize that any shareholder or proxy
not physically present at a meeting may participate in the meeting and be deemed present and
entitled to vote. In the event that any shareholder or proxy is permitted to participate in a
meeting by means of remote electronic communication: (a) the corporation shall implement
reasonable measures to verify that each person present and permitted to vote at a meeting is a
shareholder or proxy; (b) the corporation shall implement reasonable measures to provide such
shareholders and proxies a reasonable opportunity to participate in the meeting and vote; and (c)
if a shareholder or proxy votes or takes other action by remote communication at the meeting, a
record of the vote or other action shall be maintained by the corporation.

4. Record Date for Purpose of Meetings.

The directors may fix in advance a time not more than 70 days before the date of any
meeting of shareholders as the record date for determining the shareholders having the right to
notice of and to vote at such meeting and any adjournment thereof. In such case only
shareholders of record on such date shall have such right, notwithstanding any transfer of shares
on the books of the corporation after the record date. If no record date is fixed, the record date
for determining shareholders having the right to notice of or to vote at a meeting of shareholders
shall be at the close of business on the day before the day on which notice is given. If any
meeting is adjourned to a date more than 120 days after the date fixed for the original meeting,
the directors shall fix a new record date.

5. Notice of Meetings.

Written notice of the place, day and hour of all meetings of shareholders shall be given
by the secretary, the assistant secretary or an officer designated by the directors, at least seven
days but no more than 60 days before the meeting, to each shareholder entitled to vote thereat
and to each shareholder who, by the Act, under the articles of organization or under the by-laws,
is entitled to such notice. Notice of an adjourned meeting shall be given only if a new record
date is fixed, in which case notice shall be given to all shareholders as of the new record date.
The notice of a meeting shall state the purposes of the meeting. At a special meeting of the
shareholders, only business within the purpose or purposes described in the meeting notice may
be conducted. Notice may be given by leaving such notice with the shareholder or at his
residence or usual place of business, by mailing it, postage prepaid, and addressed to such
shareholder at his address as it appears in the books of the corporation, by facsimile
telecommunication directed to a number furnished by the shareholder for the purpose, by



electronic mail to the electronic mail address of the shareholder as it appears in the books of the
corporation, or by any other electronic transmission (defined as any process of communication
that does not directly involve the physical transfer of paper and that is suitable for the retention,
retrieval and reproduction of information by the recipient). The corporation shall be entitled to
rely on the address of a shareholder last notified to the corporation. In case of the death,
absence, incapacity or refusal of the secretary, the assistant secretary or the officer designated by
the directors, such notice may be given by any other officer or by a person designated either by
the secretary or by the person or persons calling the meeting or by the board of directors.
Whenever notice of a meeting is required to be given to a shareholder under any provision of the
Act or of the articles of organization or these by-laws, no such notice need be given to a
shareholder, if a written waiver of notice, executed before or after the meeting by such
shareholder or his attorney, thereunto authorized, is filed with the records of the meeting.

6. Shareholders List for Meeting.

After fixing a record date for a meeting of shareholders, the secretary shall prepare an
alphabetical list of all shareholders who are entitled to notice of the meeting. The shareholders
list shall be available for inspection by any shareholder, his agent or attorney during the period
beginning two days after notice of the meeting is given and continuing through the meeting at the
corporation’s principal office, at a place identified in the meeting notice or, if the meeting is to
be held only by remote communication, on a reasonably accessible electronic network, provided
that the information required to gain access to such list is provided with the notice of the
meeting. A shareholder or his agent or attorney may copy the list at the principal office at his
own expense as permitted by the Act.

7. Quorum.

At any meeting of the shareholders, a majority in interest of all the shares issued,
outstanding and entitled to vote upon a question to be considered at such meeting shall constitute
a quorum for the consideration of such question, except that, if two or more voting groups are
entitled to vote upon such question as separate voting groups, then, in the case of each such
voting group, a quorum shall consist of a majority of the votes entitled to be cast by the voting
group for action on that matter. Notwithstanding the foregoing, shareholders by a majority of the
votes properly cast upon the question whether or not a quorum is present, may adjourn any
meeting from time to time, and the meeting may be held as adjourned without further notice. A
share once represented for any purpose at a meeting is deemed present for quorum purposes for
the remainder of the meeting and for any adjournment thereof, unless (a) the shareholder attends
solely to object to lack of notice, defective notice, or the conduct of the meeting on the other
grounds, and does not vote the shares or otherwise consent that they are to be deemed present; or
(b) in the case of any adjournment, a new record date is or shall be set for that adjourned
meeting.

8. Voting and Proxies.

Unless otherwise provided by the articles of organization, each shareholder shall have
one vote for each share held by him of record on the record date and entitled to vote on the



question or questions to be considered at any meeting of the shareholders according to the
records of the corporation. Shareholders may vote either in person or by proxy appointed by
written appointment form signed by the shareholder or his attorney in fact. An appointment form
shall be valid for the period stated therein, or, if no period is stated, for a period of 11 months
from the date the shareholder signed the form, or the date of its receipt by the secretary or his
agent, if undated. Appointment forms shall be filed with the secretary or other officer or agent
authorized to tabulate votes before being voted. Except as otherwise limited therein,
appointment forms appointing proxies for a particular meeting shall entitle the persons named
therein to vote at any adjournment of such meeting but shall not be valid after final adjournment
of such meeting.

9. Action at Meeting.

When a quorum of a voting group is present for the consideration of a matter at any
meeting of the shareholders, favorable action on a matter, otherwise than the election of
directors, is taken by the voting group if a majority in interest of the shares present in person or
by proxy and entitled to vote on such question votes in favor of the action, except where a larger
vote is required by the Act, the articles of organization or these by-laws. Any election of
directors by a voting group shall be determined by a plurality of the votes cast by shareholders in
the voting group present in person or by proxy at the meeting and entitled to vote in the election.
No ballot shall be required for such election unless requested by a shareholder present in person
or by proxy at the meeting and entitled to vote in the election. Shares of the corporation are not
entitled to vote if they are owned, directly or indirectly, by another entity of which the
corporation owns, directly or indirectly, a majority of the voting interests. The corporation may,
however, vote any shares, including its own shares, held by it, directly or indirectly, in a
fiduciary capacity.

10.  Action without Meeting.

Any action required or permitted to be taken at any meeting of the shareholders may be
taken without a meeting by all shareholders entitled to vote on the action, or if the articles of
organization so provide, by shareholders having not less than the minimum number of votes
necessary to take the action at a meeting at which all shareholders entitled to vote on the action
are present and voting, as evidenced by written consents of such shareholders that describe the
action taken, are signed by shareholders having the requisite votes, bear the date of the signatures
of such shareholders, and are delivered to the corporation for inclusion with the records of
meetings within 60 days of the date of the earliest dated consent delivered to the corporation.
The corporation must, at least seven days before it takes any action in reliance on the consent
obtained in accordance with this provision, given written notice of its intended action to
shareholders not entitled to vote on the action in any case where the Act would require such
notice if the action were to be taken by voting shareholders at a meeting, and, if the action will
be taken with less than unanimous consent, to all sharcholders entitled to vote who did not
consent to the action. Such notice shall be accompanied by the same material that the Act or
these by-laws would require to be sent to such shareholders with a notice of meeting. The
corporation may, for convenience, specify an effective date for such consents, provided that the



corporation shall not take action in reliance upon such consents except in compliance with the
articles of organization and these by-laws.

11. Electronic Action.

Any vote, consent, waiver, proxy appointment or other action by a shareholder shall be
considered given in writing, dated and signed if it consists of an electronic transmission that
allows the corporation to determine: (a) the date the transmission was sent; and (b) that the
sender of the transmission was the relevant shareholder, proxy, or agent, or a person authorized
to act on any such person’s behalf. The date on which the electronic transmission was sent shall
be considered the date on which it was signed.

ARTICLE III
DIRECTORS
1. Powers.

All corporate power shall be exercised by or under the authority of, and the business and
affairs of the corporation shall be managed under the direction of, a board of directors, subject to
any limitation set forth in the articles of organization or in a shareholders’ agreement. In the
event of a vacancy in the board of directors, the remaining directors may exercise the powers of
the full board until the vacancy is filled.

2. Election and Enlargement of Board.

The board of directors shall consist of at least one director. The board of directors shall
consist of a number of directors not more than five, and the number of directors shall be fixed
from time to time by vote of a majority of the directors then in office or by the shareholders. The
number of directors may be decreased or increased beyond such range only by vote of the
shareholders. No director need be a shareholder.

3. Vacancies.

Any vacancy in the board of directors, including a vacancy resulting from the
enlargement of the board, may be filled by the shareholders, by the board of directors, or if the
directors remaining in office constitute fewer than a quorum, they may fill the vacancy by the
vote of a majority of all the directors remaining in office. If the vacant office was held by a
director elected by a voting group of shareholders, only the shareholders of that voting group or
directors elected by that voting group are entitled to fill the vacancy.

4. Tenure.

Except as otherwise provided by the articles of organization or by these by-laws, each
director shall hold office until the next annual meeting of shareholders and thereafter until such



director’s successor is elected and qualified or until such director sooner dies, resigns, is
removed or becomes disqualified.

5. Committees.

The directors may, by vote of a majority of all directors then in office, elect from their
number an executive or other committees, provided however that if the articles of organization or
these by-laws provide that the number of directors required to take board action is greater than a
majority of all directors then in office, then the vote of such greater number shall be required to
elect any committee. Except as the directors may otherwise determine, any such committee may
make rules for the conduct of its business, but unless otherwise provided by the directors or in
such rules, its business shall be conducted as nearly as may be in the same manner as is provided
by these by-laws for the directors. The directors may delegate to any committee some or all of
their powers except those which they are prohibited from delegating by any provision of law or
by the articles of organization or these by-laws. Without limitation of the foregoing, a
committee may not (a) authorize distributions; (b) approve or propose to shareholders action that
is required by law to be approved by shareholders; (c) change the number of the board of
directors, remove directors from office or fill vacancies on the board of directors; (d) amend the
articles of organization; (e) adopt, amend or repeal the by-laws; or (f) authorize or approve
reacquisition of shares, except according to a formula or method prescribed by the board of
directors.

6. Meetings.

Regular meetings of the directors may be held without call or notice at such places and at
such times as the directors may from time to time determine. Any or all of the directors may
participate in a meeting of the directors or of a committee thereof by, or conduct the meeting
through the use of, any means of communication by which all directors participating may
simultaneously hear each other during the meeting; and participation by such means shall
constitute presence in person at any such meeting.

A regular meeting of the directors may be held immediately following the annual meeting
of shareholders at the same palace as such shareholders' meeting. Special meetings of the
directors may be held at any time and place designated in a call of the meeting by the chairman
of the board, if any, the president or two or more directors.

7. Notice of Special Meetings.

Notice of the date, time and place of all special meetings of the directors shall be given to
each director by the secretary, or assistant secretary, or by the officer or one of the directors
calling the meeting. Notice shall be given to each director in person, by telephone, voice mail,
facsimile telecommunication, telegram or other electronic means sent to his usual or last known
business or home address or phone number or by electronic mail to the electronic mail address of
the director as last notified to the corporation at least 24 hours in advance of the meeting or by
mailing it to either such business or home address at least 48 hours in advance of the
meeting. Notice need not be given to any director if a written waiver of notice, executed by him



before or after the meeting, is filed with the records of the meeting, or to any director who
attends the meeting without protesting, prior to or at the meeting's commencement, the lack of
notice to him. A notice or waiver of notice of a directors' meeting need not specify the purposes
of the meeting.

8. Quorum.

At any meeting of the directors, a quorum of the board of directors shall be a majority of
the number of directors fixed pursuant to Section 2 of this Article, or if no such number was
prescribed, a majority of the directors in office immediately before the meeting begins. Any
meeting may be adjourned from time to time by a majority of the votes cast upon the question,
whether or not a quorum is present, and the meeting may be held as adjourned without further
notice.

9. Action at Meeting.

If a quorum is present when a vote is taken, the vote of a majority of the directors present
is an act of the board of directors, unless the articles of organization or these by-laws require the
vote of a greater number of directors.

10.  Action by Consent.

Any action required or permitted to be taken at any meeting of the directors may be taken
without a meeting if all directors then in office consent to the action in a writing signed by each
director, or by electronic transmission delivered to the corporation to the address specified by the
corporation for the purpose or, if no address is specified, to the principal office of the corporation
addressed to the secretary or other officers or agent having custody of the record of proceedings
of directors, provided that such written consents and/or electronic transmission shall be included
in the minutes or filed with the corporate records reflecting the action taken. Action taken by
written consent is effective when the last director signs or delivers consent, unless the consent
specifies a difference effective date. Consents given in accordance with this provision shall be
treated as a vote of the directors for all purposes.

ARTICLE IV
OFFICERS
1. Enumeration.

The officers of the corporation shall consist of a president, a treasurer, a secretary, and
such other officers, if any, including a chairman and a vice chairman of the board of directors,
one or more vice presidents, assistant treasurers and assistant secretaries, as the incorporators at
their initial meeting or the directors from time to time may choose or appoint.

2. Appointment.

The president, treasurer and secretary shall be appointed annually by the directors at their
first meeting following the annual meeting of shareholders. Other officers, if any, may be
appointed by the board of directors at such meeting or at any other time.
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3. Vacancies.

If any office becomes vacant by reason of death, resignation, removal, disqualification or
otherwise, the directors may choose a successor or successors, who shall hold office for the
unexpired term, except as otherwise provided by the Act, by the articles of organization or by
these by-laws.

4. Qualification.

The president may, but need not be, a director. No officer need be a shareholder. Any
two or more offices may be held by the same person. Any officer may be required by the
directors to give bond for the faithful performance of his duties to the corporation in such amount
and with such sureties as the directors may determine.

5. Tenure.

Except as otherwise provided by the articles of organization or by these by-laws, the
president, treasurer and secretary shall hold office until the first meeting of the directors
following the annual meeting of shareholders, and thereafter until such officer's successor is
chosen and qualified; and all other officers shall hold office until the first meeting of the
directors following the annual meeting of the shareholders or the special meeting in lieu thereof,
unless a shorter term is specified in the vote choosing or appointing them, or in each case until
such officer sooner dies, resigns, is removed or becomes disqualified.

6. Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Board.

A chairman or vice chairman of the board of directors shall have such powers as the
directors may from time to time designate. Unless the board of directors otherwise specifies, the
chairman of the board, or in his absence the vice chairman, shall preside at all meetings of the
shareholders and of the board of directors. The chairman or vice chairman must be a director.

7. President and Vice President.

Except as otherwise determined by the directors, the president shall be the chief executive
officer of the corporation and shall, subject to the direction of the directors, have general
supervision and control of its business. Unless the board of directors otherwise specifies, in the
absence of the chairman and vice chairman, if any, of the board of directors, the president shall
preside, when present, at all meetings of shareholders and of the board of directors.

Any vice president shall have such powers as the directors may from time to time
designate.

8. Treasurer and Assistant Treasurers.

The treasurer shall, subject to the direction of the directors, have general charge of the
financial concerns of the corporation and the care and custody of the funds and valuable papers
of the corporation, and books of account and accounting records. He shall have power to
endorse for deposit or collection all notes, checks, drafts, and other obligations for the payment
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of money payable to the corporation or its order, and to accept drafts on behalf of the
corporation.

Any assistant treasurer shall have such powers as the directors may from time to time
designate.

0. Secretary and Assistant Secretary

Unless a transfer agent is appointed, the secretary shall keep or cause to be kept the stock
and transfer records of the corporation in which are contained the names of all shareholders and
the record address and the amount of shares held by each. The secretary shall record all
proceedings of the shareholders in a paper record, or in another form capable of conversion into
a paper record within a reasonable time. Such records shall be kept at the principal office of the
corporation or at the office of its transfer agent or of the secretary and shall be open at all
reasonable times to the inspection of any shareholder.

If a secretary is elected, he shall record all proceedings of the directors in a paper record,
or in another form capable of conversion into a paper record within a reasonable time. Any
assistant secretary shall have such powers as the directors may from time to time designate. In
the absence of the secretary from any meeting of the directors, any assistant secretary, or a
temporary secretary designated by the person presiding at such meeting, shall record such
proceedings.

10.  Other Powers and Duties.

Each officer shall, subject to these by-laws, have in addition to the duties and powers
specifically set forth in these by-laws, such duties and powers as are customarily incident to his
office, and such duties and powers as the directors may from time to time designate.

ARTICLE V
RESIGNATIONS AND REMOVALS
1. Resignation.

Any director or officer may resign at any time by delivering his resignation in writing to
the chairman of the board, if any, the president, the treasurer or the secretary or to a meeting of
the directors. Such resignation shall be effective upon receipt unless specified to be effective at
some other time.

2. Removal of Directors.

A director (including persons elected by directors to fill vacancies in the board) may be

removed from office (a) with or without cause by majority vote of the shareholder voting group

entitled to appoint such director, or (b) with cause by vote of the greater of a majority of the
directors then in office or of the number of directors otherwise required to take an action of the
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board, except that if a director is appointed by a voting group of shareholders, only directors
appointed by that voting group may vote to remove him. A director may be removed by the
shareholders or the directors only at a meeting called for the purpose of removing him and the
meeting notice must state that the purpose, or one of the purposes, of the meeting is removal of
the director.

3. Removal of Officer.
The directors may remove any officer at any time with or without cause.
4. No Right to Compensation.

No director or officer resigning and (except where a right to receive compensation shall
be expressly provided in a duly authorized written agreement with the corporation) no director or
officer removed, shall have any right to any compensation as such director or officer for any
period following his resignation or removal, or any right to damages on account of such removal,
whether his compensation be by the month or by the year or otherwise, unless in the case of a
resignation, the directors, or in the case of a removal, the body acting on the removal, shall in
their or its discretion provide for compensation.

ARTICLE VI
SHARES
1. Amount Authorized.
The total number of authorized shares shall be as fixed in the articles of organization.
2. Stock Certificates; Statements for Uncertificated Stock.

Shares of the corporation may be certificated or uncertificated. Each shareholder shall be
entitled to: (a) for certificated stock, a certificate of the stock of the corporation setting forth the
number of shares and the class and the designation of the series in such form as shall, in
conformity with law, be prescribed from time to time by the directors; and (b) for uncertificated
stock, a written information statement setting forth the number of shares and the class and the
designation of the series of the stock. Each certificate shall be signed by any two of the
following officers: the president, any vice president, the treasurer, any assistant treasurer, the
secretary or any assistant secretary, either by real or facsimile signatures, and may bear the
corporate seal or its facsimile. In case any officer who has signed or whose facsimile signature
has been placed on such certificate shall have ceased to be such officer before such certificate is
issued, it may be issued by the corporation with the same effect as if he were such officer at the
time of its issue.

Every certificate or information statement for shares which are subject to any restriction

on transfer pursuant to the articles of organization, the by-laws or any agreement to which the
corporation is a party shall have the restriction noted conspicuously on the certificate or
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information statement and shall also set forth on the face or back either the full text of the
restriction or a statement of the existence of such restriction and a statement that the corporation
will furnish a copy thereof to the holder of such certificate or statement upon written request and
without charge. Every certificate or statement issued when the corporation is authorized to issue
more than one class or series of stock shall set forth on its face or back either the full text of the
preferences, voting powers, qualifications and special and relative rights of the stock of each
class and series authorized to be issued or a statement of the existence of such preferences,
powers, qualifications and rights and a statement that the corporation will furnish a copy thereof
to the holder of such certificate or statement upon written request and without charge.

3. Transfers.

Subject to the restrictions, if any, stated or noted on the stock certificates or information
statements, shares may be transferred on the books of the corporation by: (a) for certificated
stock, the surrender to the corporation or its transfer agent of the certificate therefor properly
endorsed or accompanied by a written assignment and power of attorney properly executed, with
necessary transfer stamps affixed, and with such proof of the authenticity of signature as the
corporation or its transfer agent may reasonably require; and (b) for uncertificated stock, by
delivery to the corporation or its transfer agent of an instruction with a request to register a
transfer properly executed by the transferring shareholder, and with such proof of authenticity of
signature as the corporation or its transfer agent may reasonably require. Except as may be
otherwise required by the Act, by the articles of organization or by these by-laws, the corporation
shall be entitled to treat the record holder of shares as shown on its books as the owner of such
shares for all purposes, including the payment of dividends and the right to receive notice and to
vote with respect thereto, regardless of any transfer, pledge or other disposition of such shares,
until the shares have been transferred on the books of the corporation in accordance with the
requirements of these by-laws.

4. Record Date for Purposes Other Than Meetings.

The directors may fix in advance a time not more than 70 days preceding the date for the
payment of any dividend or the making of any distribution to shareholders or the last day on
which the consent or dissent of shareholders may be effectively expressed for any purpose, as the
record date for determining the shareholders having the right to receive such dividend or
distribution or the right to express such consent or dissent. In such case only shareholders of
record on such date shall have such right, notwithstanding any transfer of shares on the books of
the corporation after the record date. If no record date is fixed, the record date for determining
shareholders shall be at the close of business on the day on which the board of directors acts with
respect thereto.

5. Replacement of Certificates.
In case of the alleged loss or destruction or the mutilation of a stock certificate, a

duplicate certificate may be issued in place thereof, upon such terms as the directors may
prescribe.
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ARTICLE VII
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
1. Fiscal Year.

The fiscal year of the corporation shall end on the date determined from time to time by
the board of directors.

2. Seal.

The seal of the corporation shall, subject to alteration by the directors, consist of a flat-
faced circular die with the word "Massachusetts", together with the name of the corporation and
the year of its organization cut or engraved thereon.

3. Registered Agent and Registered Office.

The corporation shall continuously maintain in Massachusetts: (a) a registered agent who
may be an officer of the corporation or another individual, a domestic corporation or not-for-
profit domestic corporation, or a foreign corporation or not-for-profit foreign corporation
qualified to do business in Massachusetts; and (b) a registered office, which may, but need not
be, the same as any of its places of business. The business office of the registered agent shall
also be the registered office of the corporation. The corporation shall record any change of its
registered office or registered agent by filing a statement of change with the Secretary of the
Commonwealth.

4. Execution of Instruments.

All deeds, leases, transfers, contracts, bonds, notes and other obligations authorized to be
executed on behalf of the corporation shall be signed by the chairman of the board, if any, the
president or the treasurer except as the directors may generally or in particular cases otherwise
determine.

5. Voting of Securities.

Except as the directors may otherwise designate, the president or treasurer may waive
notice of, act and appoint any person or persons to act as proxy or attorney in fact for this
corporation (with or without power of substitution) at any meeting of the shareholders, members
or other constituent parties of any other corporation, organization or entity in which the
corporation holds securities or other type of ownership interest.

6. Corporate Records to be Maintained and Available to All Shareholders.
The corporation shall keep in Massachusetts at the principal office of the corporation, or

at any office of its transfer agent, secretary, assistant secretary or registered agent, a copy of the
following records: (a) its articles of organization and by-laws then in effect; (b) resolutions
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adopted by the directors creating classes or series of stock and fixing their relative rights,
preferences and limitations, if shares issued pursuant to those resolutions are outstanding; (c) the
minutes of all shareholders’ meetings, and records of all action taken by shareholders without a
meeting, for the past three years; (d) all written communications to shareholders generally during
the past three years, including annual financial statements issued pursuant to the Act; (e) a list of
the names and business addresses of its current directors and offices; and (f) its most recent
annual report delivered to the Massachusetts Secretary of the Commonwealth. Said copies and
records may be kept in written form or in another form capable of conversion into written form
within a reasonable time. A shareholder is entitled to inspect and copy such records, during
regular business hours at the office at which they are maintained, on written notice given at least
five business days before the date he wishes to inspect and copy.

7. Indemnification.

The corporation shall, to the fullest extent permitted by law, indemnify each of its
directors and officers (including persons who serve at its request as directors, officers, or trustees
of another organization in which it has any interest as a shareholder, creditor or otherwise or in
any capacity with respect to any employee benefit plan), against all liabilities and expenses,
including amounts paid in satisfaction of judgments, in settlement or as fines and penalties, and
counsel fees, reasonably incurred by him in connection with eh defense or disposition of any
action, suit or other proceeding, whether civil or criminal, in which he my be involved or with
which he may be threatened, while in office or thereafter, by reason of his being or having been
such a director or officer, if: (a) he conducted himself in good faith and in the reasonable belief
that his conduct was in the best interests of the corporation or at least not opposed to the best
interests of the corporation, and, in the case of any criminal proceedings, he had no reasonable
cause to believe his conduct was unlawful; or (b) he engaged in conduct for which he shall not be
liable under the articles of organization; provided, however, that the corporation shall not
indemnify or advance expenses to any person in connection with any action, suit, proceeding,
claim or counterclaim initiated by or on behalf of such person. Such indemnification shall be
provided although the person to be indemnified is not currently a director, officer, partner,
trustee, employee or agent of the corporation or such other organization or no longer serves with
respect to any such employee benefit plan.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, no indemnification shall be provided unless a
determination has been made that indemnification is permitted by law for a specific proceeding:

(a) if there are two or more disinterested directors, by the board of directors by a
majority vote of all the disinterested director, a majority of whom for such purpose shall
constitute a quorum, or by a majority of the members of a committee of two or more
disinterested directors appointed by vote; or

(b) by special legal counsel selected either (i) in the manner prescribed in clause (a)
above, or (ii) if there are fewer than two disinterested directors, by the board of directors, in
which case directors who do not qualify as disinterested directors may participate in the
selection; or
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(©) by the holders of a majority of the corporation’s outstanding shares at the time
entitled to vote for directors, voting as a single voting group, exclusive of any shares owned by
or voted under the control of any interested director or officer.

The right of indemnification hereby provided shall not be exclusive of or affect any other
rights to which any director or officer may be entitled; nothing contained in this section shall
affect any rights to indemnification to which employees, independent contractors or agents, other
than directors and officers, may be entitled by contract or otherwise under law. As used in this
paragraph, the terms "director" and "officer” include their respective heirs, executors and
administrators, and an "interested" director or officer is one against whom in such capacity the
proceedings in question or another proceeding on the same or similar grounds is then pending.

Any repeal or modification of the foregoing provisions of this section shall not adversely
affect any right or protection of a director or officer of the corporation with respect to any acts or
omission of such director or officer occurring prior to such repeal or modification.

8. Advance of Expenses.

The corporation shall, before final disposition of a proceeding, and to the fullest extent
permitted by law, advance funds to pay for or reimburse the reasonable expenses incurred by a
director, officer or other person who is a party to a proceeding for which he would be or may be
entitled to indemnification as set forth in these by-laws, provided that he delivers to the
corporation a written affirmation of his good faith belief that he has met the relevant standard of
conduct described in these by-laws, and his written undertaking to repay any funds advanced if
he is not entitled to mandatory indemnification under applicable law and it is ultimately
determined that he has not met the relevant standard for indemnification set forth in these by-
laws.

0. Amendments to By-laws.

These by-laws may at any time be amended by vote of the shareholders or may be
amended by vote of a majority of the directors then in office, except that by-law provisions
dealing with quorum or voting requirements for shareholders, including additional voting groups,
may not be adopted, amended or repealed by the board of directors. Notice of any change to the
by-laws by the directors, stating the substance of such change, shall be given to all shareholders
entitled to vote on amending the by-laws not later than the time that notice of the shareholders’
meeting next following such change is required to be given.

10. Director Conflict of Interest.

A conflict of interest transaction is a transaction with the corporation in which a director
has a material direct or indirect interest (an “Interested Director”). Without limiting the interests
that may create conflict of interest transactions, a director has an indirect interest in a transaction
if another entity in which he ahs a material financial interest or in which he is a general partner is
a party to the transaction (a “Related Party”), or if another entity of which he is a director,
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officer, or trustee or in which he holds another position is a party to the transaction and the
transaction is or should be considered by the board of directors of the corporation.

A conflict of interest transaction is not voidable by the corporation solely because of the
director’s interest in the transaction if: (a) the material facts of the transaction and the director’s
interest were disclosed or known to the board or a committee of the board, and the board or
committee authorized, approved or ratified the transaction by the vote of a majority of the
directors on the board or committee who have no direct or indirect interest in the transaction, but
a transaction may not be authorized, approved, or ratified by a single director; (b) the material
facts of the transaction and the director’s interest were disclosed or known to the shareholders
entitled to vote and they authorized, approved, or ratified the transaction by the vote of a
majority of the shares entitled to vote or (¢) the transaction was fair to the corporation. In the
case of clause (b) above, shares owned by or voted under the control of any Interested Director
or Related Party shall not be entitled to vote.

Resinate, Inc. currently holds a Provisional Certificate of Registration (PCR) to cultivate,
manufacture, and distribute Cannabis and Cannabis related products for medicinal use
in Douglas, Massachusetts. Once properly licensed as an adult-use Marijuana
Cultivator and Marijuana Product Manufacturer, Resinate will cultivate, produce and
distribute a variety of marijuana strains, extractions, and Marijuana Infused Products
(MIPs) for recreational use in accordance with M.G.L. Ch. 94G and the Cannabis

Resinate, Inc. is a world-class cultivator and producer of Cannabis products. Designed
by experts in drug production, cultivation experts, and business operations, Resinate,
Inc. will be the lowest cost producer of the highest quality cannabis available in the local
market.

Resinate’s medical cannabis retail facility is located at 1191 Millbury Street in Worcester,
Massachusetts. Our retail location is approximately 6,500 square feet making it the
largest retail site in the state. Resinate anticipates using its medical retail facility for
adult-use retailing as well, once properly licensed and approved.

Resinate’s second retail site completed a renovation on the existing building located at
110 Pleasant Street in Northampton, Massachusetts. This retail facility will utilize adult-
use retailing, once properly licensed and approved.

Resinate finally proposes to renovate the existing building located at 135 Westborough
Road, Grafton, Massachusetts. Resinate anticipates using this retail facility for adult-use
retailing, once properly licensed and approved.

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PLAN FOR OBTAINING LIABILITY INSURANCE

Resinate, Inc. (“Resinate”) has contracted with Insurance Marketing Agencies, Inc. to
maintain general liability insurance coverage for no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and
$2,000,000 in aggregate annually and product liability coverage for no less than $1,000,000
per occurrence & $2,000,000 in aggregate annually. The policy deductible will be no higher
than $5,000 per occurrence. Resinate will consider additional coverage based on availability
& cost-benefit analysis. If adequate coverage is unavailable at a reasonable rate, Resinate
will place in escrow at least $250,000 to be expended for liabilities coverage. Any withdrawal
from such escrow will be replenished within 10 business days. Resinate will keep reports
documenting compliance with 935 CMR 500.105(10).
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PLAN FOR SEPARATING RECREATIONAL FROM MEDICAL OPERATIONS

Resinate, Inc. (“Resinate”) has developed plans to ensure virtual and physical
separation between medical and adult use marijuana operations in accordance with 935
CMR 500.101(2)(e)(4).

Using a sophisticated and customized seed-to-sale and Point of Sale (POS) software
system approved by the Commission, Resinate will virtually separate medical and adult-
use operations by designating at the point of sale whether a particular marijuana
product is intended for sale to a registered patient/caregiver or a verified consumer 21
years of age or older. All inventory and sales transactions will be carefully tracked and
documented in these software systems.

In compliance with 935 CMR 500.140(10), Resinate will ensure that registered patients
have access to a sufficient quantity and variety of marijuana and marijuana products to
meet their medical needs. For the first 6 months of operations, 35% of Resinate’s
marijuana product inventory will be marked for medical use and reserved for registered
patients. Thereafter, a quantity and variety of marijuana products for patients that is
sufficient to meet the demand indicated by an analysis of sales data collected during the
preceding 6 months will be marked and reserved for registered patients.

Marijuana products reserved for registered patients will be either: (1) maintained on site
in an area separate from marijuana products intended for adult use, or (2) easily
accessible at another Resinate location and transferable to Resinate ’s retailer location
within 48 hours. Resinate may transfer a marijuana product reserved for medical use to
adult use within a reasonable period of time prior to the product’s date of expiration.

In addition to virtual separation, Resinate will provide for physical separation between
the area designated for sales of medical marijuana products to patients/caregivers, and
the area designated for sales of adult-use marijuana products to individuals 21 years of
age or older. Within the sales area, a temporary or semi-permanent barrier, such as a
stanchion or other divider, will be installed to create separate, clearly marked lines for
patients/caregivers and adult-use consumers. Trained marijuana establishment agents
will verify the age of all individuals, as well the validity of any Medical Use of Marijuana
Program ID Cards, upon entry to the facility and direct them to the appropriate queue.

Access to the adult-use marijuana queue will be limited to individuals 21 years of age or
older, regardless if the individual is registered as a patient/caregiver. Registered
patients under the age of 21 will only have access to the medical marijuana queue.
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Registered patients/caregivers 21 years of age or older will be permitted to access
either queue and will not be limited only to the medical marijuana queue.

Resinate will have a private area separate from the sales floor to allow a registered
patient/caregiver to meet with a trained marijuana establishment agent for confidential
consultations about the medical use of marijuana.
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PLAN FOR RESTRICTING ACCESS TO AGE 21 AND OLDER

Pursuant to 935 CMR 500.050(5)(b), Resinate, Inc. (“Resinate”) will only be accessible
to consumers 21 years of age or older with a verified and valid, government-issued
photo ID or in possession of a Program ID Card demonstrating the individual is a
registered qualifying patient with the Medical Use of Marijuana Program. Upon entry into
the premises of the marijuana establishment by an individual, a Resinate agent will
immediately inspect the individual’'s proof of identification and determine the individual’s
age, in accordance with 935 CMR 500.140(2).

In the event Resinate discovers any of its agents intentionally or negligently sold
marijuana to an individual under the age of 21, the agent will be immediately terminated,
and the Commission will be promptly notified, pursuant to 935 CMR 500.105(1)(l).
Resinate will not hire any individuals who are under the age of 21 or who have been
convicted of distribution of controlled substances to minors, pursuant to 935 CMR
500.030(1).

Pursuant to 935 CMR 500.105(4), Resinate will not engage in any marketing,
advertising or branding practices that are targeted to, deemed to appeal to or portray
minors under the age of 21. Resinate will not engage in any advertising, marketing and
branding by means of television, radio, internet, mobile applications, social media, or
other electronic communication, billboard or other outdoor advertising, including
charitable, sporting or similar events, unless at least 85% of the audience is reasonably
expected to be 21 years of age or older as determined by reliable and current audience
composition data. Resinate will not manufacture or sell any edible products that
resemble a realistic or fictional human, animal or fruit, including artistic, caricature or
cartoon renderings, pursuant to 935 CMR 500.150(1)(b). In accordance with 935 CMR
500.105(4)(a)(5), any marketing, advertising and branding materials for public viewing
will include a warning stating, “For use only by adults 21 years of age or older. Keep
out of the reach of children. Marijuana can impair concentration, coordination and
judgment. Do not operate a vehicle or machinery under the influence of
marijuana. Please Consume Responsibly.” Pursuant to 935 CMR 500.105(6)(b),
Resinate packaging for any marijuana or marijuana products will not use bright colors,
resemble existing branded products, feature cartoons or celebrities commonly used to
market products to minors, feature images of minors or other words that refer to
products commonly associated with minors or otherwise be attractive to minors.
Resinate’s website will require all online visitors to verify they are 21 years of age or
older prior to accessing the website, in accordance with 935 CMR 500.105(4)(b)(13).
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QUALITY CONTROL AND TESTING

Quality Control

Resinate, Inc. (“Resinate”) will comply with the following sanitary requirements:

1.

Any Resinate agent whose job includes contact with marijuana or nonedible
marijuana products is subject to the requirements for food handlers specified in
105 CMR 300.000, and all edible marijuana products will be prepared, handled,
and stored in compliance with the sanitation requirements in 105 CMR 500.000,
and with the requirements for food handlers specified in 105 CMR 300.000.
Any Resinate agent working in direct contact with preparation of marijuana or
nonedible marijuana products will conform to sanitary practices while on duty,
including:

a. Maintaining adequate personal cleanliness; and

b. Washing hands thoroughly in an adequate hand-washing area before

starting work, and at any other time when hands may have become soiled
or contaminated.

Resinate’s hand-washing facilities will be adequate and convenient and will be
furnished with running water at a suitable temperature. Hand-washing facilities
will be located in Resinate’s production areas and where good sanitary practices
require employees to wash and sanitize their hands, and will provide effective
hand-cleaning and sanitizing preparations and sanitary towel service or suitable
drying devices;
Resinate’s facility will have sufficient space for placement of equipment and
storage of materials as is necessary for the maintenance of sanitary operations;
Resinate will ensure that litter and waste is properly removed and disposed of so
as to minimize the development of odor and minimize the potential for the waste
attracting and harboring pests. The operating systems for waste disposal will be
maintained in an adequate manner pursuant to 935 CMR 500.105(12);
Resinate’s floors, walls, and ceilings will be constructed in such a manner that
they may be adequately kept clean and in good repair;
Resinate’s facility will have adequate safety lighting in all processing and storage
areas, as well as areas where equipment or utensils are cleaned;
Resinate’s buildings, fixtures, and other physical facilities will be maintained in a
sanitary condition;
Resinate will ensure that all contact surfaces, including utensils and equipment,
will be maintained in a clean and sanitary condition. Such surfaces will be
cleaned and sanitized as frequently as necessary to protect against
contamination, using a sanitizing agent registered by the US Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA), in accordance with labeled instructions. Equipment
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and utensils will be so designed and of such material and workmanship as to be
adequately cleanable;

10. All toxic items will be identified, held, and stored in a manner that protects
against contamination of marijuana products;

11.Resinate will ensure that its water supply is sufficient for necessary operations,
and that such water supply is safe and potable;

12.Resinate’s plumbing will be of adequate size and design, and adequately
installed and maintained to carry sufficient quantities of water to required
locations throughout the marijuana establishment. Plumbing will properly convey
sewage and liquid disposable waste from the marijuana establishment. There will
be no cross-connections between the potable and waste water lines;

13.Resinate will provide its employees with adequate, readily accessible toilet
facilities that are maintained in a sanitary condition and in good repair;

14.Resinate will hold all products that can support the rapid growth of undesirable
microorganisms in a manner that prevents the growth of these microorganisms;
and

15.Resinate will store and transport finished products under conditions that will
protect them against physical, chemical, and microbial contamination, as well as
against deterioration of finished products or their containers.

Resinate’s vehicles and transportation equipment used in the transportation of
marijuana products or edibles requiring temperature control for safety will be designed,
maintained, and equipped as necessary to provide adequate temperature control to
prevent the marijuana products or edibles from becoming unsafe during transportation,
consistent with applicable requirements pursuant to 21 CFR 1.908(c).

Resinate will ensure that Resinate’s facility is always maintained in a sanitary fashion
and will comply with all applicable sanitary requirements.

Resinate will follow established policies and procedures for handling voluntary and
mandatory recalls of marijuana products. Such procedures are sufficient to deal with
recalls due to any action initiated at the request or order of the Commission, and any
voluntary action by Resinate to remove defective or potentially defective marijuana
products from the market, as well as any action undertaken to promote public health
and safety.

Any inventory that becomes outdated, spoiled, damaged, deteriorated, mislabeled, or
contaminated will be disposed of in accordance with the provisions of 935 CMR
500.105(12), and any such waste will be stored, secured, and managed in accordance
with applicable state and local statutes, ordinances, and regulations.

Testing
Resinate will not sell or otherwise market marijuana or marijuana products that are not
capable of being tested by Independent Testing Laboratories, except as allowed under
935 CMR 500.000. No marijuana product will be sold or otherwise marketed for adult
use that has not first been tested by an Independent Testing Laboratory and deemed to
comply with the standards required under 935 CMR 500.160. Testing of Resinate’s
marijuana products will be performed by an Independent Testing Laboratory in
compliance with the Protocol for Sampling and Analysis of Finished Medical Marijuana
Products and Marijuana-infused Products, as amended in November 2016, published
by the DPH. Testing of Resinate’s environmental media will be performed in compliance
with the Protocol for Sampling and Analysis of Environmental Media for Massachusetts
Registered Medical Marijuana Dispensaries published by the DPH.

Resinate’s policy of responding to laboratory results that indicate contaminant levels are
above acceptable limits established in the DPH protocols identified in 935 CMR
500.160(1) include notifying the Commission within 72 hours of any laboratory testing
results indicating that the contamination cannot be remediated and disposing of the
production batch. Such notification will describe a proposed plan of action for both the
destruction of the contaminated product and the assessment of the source of
contamination.

Resinate will maintain testing results in compliance with 935 CMR 500.000 et seq and
the record keeping policies described herein and will maintain the results of all testing
for no less than one year.

All transportation of marijuana to and from Independent Testing Laboratories providing
marijuana testing services will comply with 935 CMR 500.105(13). All storage of
Resinate’s marijuana at a laboratory providing marijuana testing services will comply
with 935 CMR 500.105(11). All excess marijuana will be disposed in compliance with
935 CMR 500.105(12), either by the Independent Testing Laboratory returning excess
marijuana to Resinate for disposal or by the Independent Testing Laboratory disposing
of it directly.
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RECORDKEEPING PROCEDURES

General Overview

Resinate, Inc. (“Resinate”) has established policies regarding recordkeeping and
record-retention in order to ensure the maintenance, safe keeping, and accessibility of
critical documents. Electronic and wet signatures are accepted forms of execution of
Resinate documents. Records will be stored at Resinate in a locked room designated
for record retention. All written records will be available for inspection by the
Commission upon request.

Recordkeeping

To ensure that Resinate is keeping and retaining all records as noted in this policy,
reviewing Corporate Records, Business Records, and Personnel Records to ensure
completeness, accuracy, and timeliness of such documents will occur as part of
Resinate’s quarter-end closing procedures. In addition, Resinate’s operating procedures
will be updated on an ongoing basis as needed and undergo a review by the executive
management team on an annual basis.

authority, responsibilities, qualifications, and supervision;

m Documentation of all required training, including training regarding
privacy and confidentiality requirements, and the signed statement
of the individual indicating the date, time, and place he or she
received said training and the topics discussed, including the name
and title of presenters;

m Documentation of periodic performance evaluations; and

m A record of any disciplinary action taken.

m Notice of completed responsible vendor and eight-hour related duty
training.

o A staffing plan that will demonstrate accessible business hours and safe
cultivation conditions;

Personnel policies and procedures; and
All background check reports obtained in accordance with 935 CMR
500.030.

e Handling and Testing of Marijuana Records

o Resinate will maintain the results of all testing for a minimum of one (1)
year.
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Inventory Records

o The record of each inventory will include, at a minimum, the date of the

inventory, a summary of the inventory findings, and the names,
signatures, and titles of the agents who conducted the inventory.

e Seed-to-Sale Tracking Records

o Resinate will use seed-to-sale tracking software to maintain real-time

inventory. The seed-to-sale tracking software inventory reporting will meet
the requirements specified by the Commission and 935 CMR
500.105(8)(c) and (d), including, at a minimum, an inventory of all
marijuana and marijuana products ready for dispensing; and all damaged,
defective, expired, or contaminated marijuana and marijuana products
awaiting disposal.

Inventory records will include, at a minimum, the date of the inventory, a
summary of the inventory findings, and the names, signatures, and titles of
the individuals who conducted the inventory.

Incident Reporting Records

o Within ten (10) calendar days, Resinate will provide written notice to the

Commission of any incident described in 935 CMR 500.110(7)(a), by
submitting an incident report, detailing the incident, the investigation, the
findings, resolution (if any), confirmation that the Police Department and
Commission were notified within twenty-four (24) hours of discovering the
breach, and any other relevant information. Reports and supporting
documents, including photos and surveillance video related to a reportable
incident, will be maintained by Resinate for no less than one year or the
duration of an open investigation, whichever is longer, and made available
to the Commission and law enforcement authorities upon request.

e Visitor Records

o A visitor sign-in and sign-out record will be maintained at the security

office. The record will include the visitor's name, address, organization or
firm, date, time in and out, and the name of the authorized agent who will
be escorting the visitor.

e \Waste Disposal Records

o When marijuana or marijuana products are disposed of, Resinate will

create and maintain a written record of the date, the type and quantity
disposed of or handled, the manner of disposal or other handling, the
location of disposal or other handling, and the names of the two Resinate
agents present during the disposal or handling, with their signatures.
Resinate will keep disposal records for at least three (3) years. This period
will automatically be extended for the duration of any enforcement action
and may be extended by an order of the Commission.
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Security Records

o A current list of authorized agents and service personnel that have access
to the surveillance room will be available to the Commission upon request.

o Twenty-four (24) hour recordings from all video cameras that are available
for immediate viewing by the Commission upon request and that are
retained for at least ninety (90) calendar days.

Transportation Records

o Resinate will retain all shipping manifests for a minimum of one (1) year

and make them available to the Commission upon request.
Agent Training Records

o Documentation of all required training, including training regarding privacy
and confidentiality requirements, and a signed statement of the individual
indicating the date, time, and place he or she received the training, the
topics discussed and the name and title of the presenter(s).

Closure

o In the event Resinate closes, all records will be kept for at least two (2)
years at Resinate’s expense in a form (electronic, hard copies, etc.) and
location acceptable to the Commission. In addition, Resinate will
communicate with the Commission during the closure process and
accommodate any additional requests the Commission or other agencies
may have.

m Diverted marijuana, which will be reported the Police Department
and to the Commission;

m Engaged in unsafe practices with regard to Resinate operations,

Policies and procedures for the handling of cash on Resinate premises
including but not limited to storage, collection frequency and transport to
financial institution(s).

Policies and procedures to prevent the diversion of marijuana to
individuals younger than 21 years old.

Policies and procedures for energy efficiency and conservation that will
include:

m Identification of potential energy use reduction opportunities
(including but not limited to natural lighting, heat recovery
ventilation and energy efficiency measures), and a plan for
implementation of such opportunities;

m Consideration of opportunities for renewable energy generation,
including, where applicable, submission of building plans showing
where energy generators could be placed on site, and an
explanation of why the identified opportunities were not pursued, if
applicable;

m Strategies to reduce electric demand (such as lighting schedules,
active load management and energy storage); and

m Engagement with energy efficiency programs offered pursuant to
M.G.L. c. 25 § 21, or through municipal lighting plants.
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Record-Retention

Resinate will meet Commission recordkeeping requirements and retain a copy of all
records for two (2) years, unless otherwise specified in the regulations.
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Maintaining of Financial Records

Resinate, Inc.'s (“Resinate”) operating policies and procedures ensure financial records
are accurate and maintained in compliance with the Commission’s Adult Use of
Marijuana regulations (935 CMR 500). Financial records maintenance measures include
policies and procedures requiring that:

e Confidential information will be maintained in a secure location, kept separate
from all other records, and will not be disclosed without the written consent of the
individual to whom the information applies, or as required under law or pursuant
to an order from a court of competent jurisdiction; provided however, the
Commission may access this information to carry out its official duties.

e All recordkeeping requirements under 935 CMR 500.105(9) are followed,
including:

o Keeping written business records, available for inspection, and in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, which will
include manual or computerized records of:

m Assets and liabilities;

m Monetary transactions;

m Books of accounts, which will include journals, ledgers, and
supporting documents, agreements, checks, invoices, and
vouchers;

m Sales records including the quantity, form, and cost of marijuana
products; and

m Salary and wages paid to each employee and any executive
compensation, bonus, benefit, or item of value paid to any
individual affiliated with a marijuana establishment, including
members, if any.

e All sales recording requirements under 935 CMR 500.140(6) are followed,
including:

o Utilizing a point-of-sale (POS) system approved by the Commission, in
consultation with the DOR, and a sales recording module approved by
DOR;

o Conducting a monthly analysis of its equipment and sales date, and
maintaining records, available to the Commission upon request, that the
monthly analysis has been performed;

o Complying with 830 CMR 62C.25.1: Record Retention and DOR Directive
16-1 regarding recordkeeping requirements;

o Adopting separate accounting practices at the point-of-sale for marijuana
and marijuana product sales, and non-marijuana sales;
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o Maintaining such records that would allow for the Commission and the
DOR to audit and examine the point-of-sale system used in order to
ensure compliance with Massachusetts tax laws and 935 CMR 500; and

o If colocated with a medical marijuana treatment center, maintaining and
providing the Commission on a biannual basis accurate sales data
collected by the licensee during the six months immediately preceding this
application for the purpose of ensuring an adequate supply of marijuana
and marijuana products under 935 CMR 500.140(10).

e Additional written business records will be kept, including, but not limited to,
records of:

o Compliance with liability insurance coverage or maintenance of escrow
requirements under 935 CMR 500.105(10) and all bond or escrow
requirements under 935 CMR 500.105(16);

o Fees paid under 935 CMR 500.005 or any other section of the
Commission’s regulations; and

o Fines or penalties, if any, paid under 935 CMR 500.550 or any other
section of the Commission’s regulations.
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QUALIFICATIONS AND TRAINING

Resinate will ensure that all employees hired to work at a Resinate facility will be qualified
to work as a marijuana establishment agent and properly trained to serve in their
respective roles in a compliant manner.

Qualifications

In accordance with 935 CMR 500.030, a candidate for employment as a marijuana
establishment agent must be 21 years of age or older. In addition, the candidate cannot
have been convicted of a criminal offense in the Commonwealth involving the distribution
of controlled substances to minors, or a like violation of the laws of another state, the
United States, or foreign jurisdiction, or a military, territorial, or Native American tribal
authority.

Resinate will also ensure that its employees are suitable for registration consistent with
the provisions of 935 CMR 500.802. In the event that Resinate discovers any of its agents
are not suitable for registration as a marijuana establishment agent, the agent’'s
employment will be terminated, and Resinate will notify the Commission within one (1)
business day that the agent is no longer associated with the establishment.

Training
As required by 935 CMR 500.105(2), and prior to performing job functions, each of
Resinate’s agents will successfully complete a comprehensive training program that is
tailored to the roles and responsibilities of the agent’s job function. Agent training will at
least include the Responsible Vendor Program and eight (8) hours of on-going training
annually.

On or after July 1, 2019, all of Resinate’s current owners, managers, and employees will
have attended and successfully completed a Responsible Vendor Program operated by
an education provider accredited by the Commission to provide the annual minimum of
two hours of responsible vendor training to marijuana establishment agents. Resinate’s
new, non-administrative employees will complete the Responsible Vendor Program within
90 days of the date they are hired. Resinate’s owners, managers, and employees will
then successfully complete the program once every year thereafter. Resinate will also
encourage administrative employees who do not handle or sell marijuana to take the
responsible vendor program on a voluntary basis to help ensure compliance. Resinate’s
records of responsible vendor training program compliance will be maintained for at least
four (4) years and made available during normal business hours for inspection by the
Commission and any other state licensing authority upon request.

As part of the Responsible Vendor program, Resinate’s agents will receive training on a
variety of topics relevant to marijuana establishment operations, including but not limited
to the following:
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. Marijuana’s effect on the human body, including physical effects based on different
types of marijuana products and methods of administration, and recognizing the
visible signs of impairment;

. Best practices for diversion prevention and prevention of sales to minors;

. Compliance with tracking requirements;

. Acceptable forms of identification, including verification of valid photo identification
and medical marijuana registration and confiscation of fraudulent identifications;

. Such other areas of training determined by the Commission to be included; and

. Other significant state laws and rules affecting operators, such as:

Local and state licensing and enforcement;

Incident and notification requirements;

Administrative and criminal liability and license sanctions and court sanctions;
Waste disposal and health and safety standards;

Patrons prohibited from bringing marijuana onto licensed premises;

Permitted hours of sale and conduct of establishment;

Permitting inspections by state and local licensing and enforcement authorities;
Licensee responsibilities for activities occurring within licensed premises;
Maintenance of records and privacy issues; and

Prohibited purchases and practices.

e A staffing plan that will demonstrate accessible business hours and safe
conditions;
e Personnel policies and procedures; and
e All background check reports obtained in accordance with 935 CMR 500.030.

Agent Personnel Records

In compliance with 935 CMR 500.105(9), personnel records for each agent will be
maintained for at least twelve (12) months after termination of the agent’s affiliation with
Resinate and will include, at a minimum, the following:

e All materials submitted to the Commission pursuant to 935 CMR 500.030(2);

e Documentation of verification of references;

e The job description or employment contract that includes duties, authority,

responsibilities, qualifications, and supervision;

e Documentation of all required training, including training regarding privacy and
confidentiality requirements, and the signed statement of the individual indicating
the date, time, and place he or she received said training and the topics
discussed, including the name and title of presenters;

Documentation of periodic performance evaluations;

A record of any disciplinary action taken;

Notice of completed responsible vendor and eight-hour related duty training; and
Results of initial background investigation, including CORI reports.

Personnel records will be kept in a secure location to maintain confidentiality and be
only accessible to the agent’s manager or members of the executive management
team.

Agent Background Checks

In addition to completing the Commission’s agent registration process, all agents
hired to work for Resinate will undergo a detailed background investigation prior
to being granted access to a Resinate facility or beginning work duties.
Background checks will be conducted on all agents in their capacity as
employees or volunteers for Resinate pursuant to 935 CMR 500.100 and will be
used by the Director of Security, who will be registered with the Department of
Criminal Justice Information Systems pursuant to 803 CMR 2.04: iCORI
Registration and the Commission for purposes of determining the suitability of
individuals for registration as a marijuana establishment agent with the licensee.
For purposes of determining suitability based on background checks performed
in accordance with 935 CMR 500.101(1), Resinate will consider:

All conditions, offenses, and violations are construed to include
Massachusetts law or like or similar law(s) of another state, the United
States or foreign jurisdiction, a military, territorial or Native American tribal
authority, or any other jurisdiction.

All criminal disqualifying conditions, offenses, and violations include the
crimes of attempt, accessory, conspiracy, and solicitation. Juvenile
dispositions will not be considered as a factor for determining suitability.
Where applicable, all look-back periods for criminal conditions, offenses,
and violations included in 935 CMR 500.802 commence upon the date of
disposition; provided, however, that if disposition results in incarceration in
any institution, the look-back period will commence upon release from
incarceration.

e Suitability determinations will be made in accordance with the procedures set
forth in 935 CMR 500.800. In addition to the requirements established in 935
CMR 500.800, Resinate will:

All suitability determinations will be documented in compliance with all
requirements set forth in 935 CMR 500 et seq. and guidance provided by the
Commission.

Background screening will be conducted by an investigative firm holding the
National Association of Professional Background Screeners (NAPBS®)
Background Screening Credentialing Council (BSCC) accreditation and capable
of performing the searches required by the regulations and guidance provided by
the Commission.

References provided by the agent will be verified at the time of hire.

As a condition of their continued employment, agents, volunteers, contractors,
and subcontractors are required to renew their Program ID cards annually and
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submit to other background screening as may be required by Resinate or the

Commission.

Personnel Policies and Training

As outlined in Resinate’s Record Keeping Procedures, a staffing plan and staffing
records will be maintained in compliance with 935 CMR 500.105(9) and will be made
available to the Commission, upon request. All Resinate agents are required to
complete training as detailed in Resinate’s Qualifications and Training plan which
includes but is not limited to the Resinate’s strict alcohol, smoke and drug-free
workplace policy, confidentiality training including how confidential information is
maintained at the marijuana establishment and a comprehensive discussion regarding
the marijuana establishment’s policy for immediate dismissal.

Resinate will have a policy for the immediate dismissal of any dispensary agent who
has:

e Diverted marijuana, which will be reported the Police Department and to the
Commission;

e Engaged in unsafe practices with regard to Resinate operations, which will be
reported to the Commission; or

e Been convicted or entered a guilty plea, plea of nolo contendere, or admission to
sufficient facts of a felony drug offense involving distribution to a minor in the
Commonwealth, or a like violation of the laws of another state, the United States
or a foreign jurisdiction, or a military, territorial, or Native American tribal
authority.
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Background
The Commission is charged by state law to adopt procedures and policies to promote

and encourage full participation in the regulated cannabis industry by individuals from
communities disproportionately harmed by marijuana prohibition and enforcement and to
positively impact those communities. M.G.L. c. 94G, § 4. State law specifically requires
the Commission to “provide meaningful participation of communities disproportionately
affected by cannabis prohibition and enforcement, including minority business
enterprises, women business enterprises, and veteran business enterprises.” St. 2017,
c.55,§77.

As part of its mandate, the Commission requires applicants to provide in its Management
and Operations Profile packet a diversity plan “to promote equity among minorities,
women, veterans, people with disabilities, and people of all gender identities and sexual
orientation.”

To support such populations, Resinate has created the following Diversity Plan (the
