He has presented
options for both general liability and product liability. We intend to carry both prior to opening. We
presently have general liability at $1,000,000/$2,000,000in effect now, but will have product liability at
the same limits when we open.

For the first six (6) months of operations,
35% of Coastal Healirlgg marijuana product inventory will be marked for medical use and
reserved for registered patients. Thereafter, Coastal Hemillingaintain a quantity and variet

of medical marijuana products for registered patients that is sufficient to meet the demand
indicated by an analysis of sales data collected during the preceding six (6) rivartjuana
products reserved for patient supply will, unless unreasonably impracticable, reflect the actual
types and strains of marijuana products documented during the previous six (6) months. If a
substitution must be made, the substitution will reflect the type and strain no longer available as
closely as possible.

On a quasrly basis, Coastal Healingll submit to the Commission an inventory plan to reserve
a sufficient quantity and variety of medical marijuana and marijuana products for registered
patients, based on reasonably anticipated patient needs as documentes! t®ceadls over the
preceding six (6) months. On each occasion that the supply of any product within the reserved
patient supply is exhausted and a reasonable substitution cannot be made, Coastaiilealing
submit a report to the Commission.

In addition to virtual separation, Coastal Healing will provide for physical separation between
the medical and adult use sales areas. A temporary ofpsemanent physical barrier, such as a
stanchion or other divider, will be installed to create separate, clearly marked lines for
patients/caregivers and aduke consumers. Trained marijuana establishment agents will verify
the age of all individuals, as well as the validity of any Medical Use of Marijuana Program ID
Cards, upon entry to the facility and direct them to the appropriate queue. Coastal Healing's



agents will prioritize patient and caregiver identification verifiaatmd physical entry into the
retail area.

Access to the adulise marijuana queue will be limited to individuals 21 years of age or older,
regardless of if the individual is registered as a patient/caregiver. Registered patients under the
age of 21 will only have access to the medical marijuana queue. A registered patient/caregiver 21
years of age or older will be permitted to access either queue and will not be limited only to the
medical marijuana queue, so long as the transaction can be recorded in accordance with 935
CMR 501.105.

Coastal Healing will also provide an enclosed patient consultation area that is separate from the
sales floor to allow privacy and for confidential visual and auditory consultation. The patient
consultation area will have sigge stating “Consultation Area” and will be accessible by

patients and caregivers without having to traverse a Limited Access area.

Coastal Healingvill also maintain separate financial records for ada# products and medical
products to ensure comgfice with the applicable tax laws.

Upon entry into the premises of the marijuana establishment by
an individual, visitor, or agent, a Coastal Healing agent will immediately inspect the person’s
proof of identification and determine the person’s age, in accordance with 935 CMR 500.140(2).

In the event Coastal Healimliscovers any of its agents intentionally or negligently sold

marijuana to an individual under the age of 21, the agent will be immediately terminated, and the
Commission will be promptly notified, pursuant to 935 CMR 500.105(1)(m). Coastal Healing

will not hire any individuals who are under the age of 21 or who have beeitted of

distribution of controlled substances to minors in the Commonwealth or a like violation of the
laws in other jurisdictions, pursuant to 935 CMR 500.030(1).

Please Consume
Responsibly” Pursuant to 935 CMR 500.105(6)(b), Coastal Heatiagkaging for any

Coastal Healing policy of responding to laboratory results that indicate contaminant levels are
above acceptable limits established in the protocols identified in 935 CMR 500.160(1) will
include notifying the Commission (i) within 72 hours of any laboratory testing results indicat
that the contamination cannot be remediated and disposing of the production batch and (ii) of
any information regarding contamination as specified by the Commission immediately upon
request by the Commission. Such notification will be from both Colsi@ingand the

Independent Testing Laboratory, separately and directly, and will describe a proposed plan of
action for both the destruction of the contaminated product and the assessment of the source of
contamination.

than one year. Coastal Healiagknowledges and understands that testing results will be valid

for a period of one year, and that marijuana or marijuana products with testing dates in excess of
one year shall be deemed expired and may not be dispensed, sold, transferred or otherwise
conveyed until retested.

All transportation of marijuana to and from Independent Testing Laboratories providing
marijuana testing services will comply with 935 CMR 500.105(13). All storage of Coastal
Healings marijuana at a laboratory providing marijuana testing services will comply with 935



CMR 500.105(11). All excess marijuana will be disposed in compliance with 935 CMR
500.105(12), either by the Independent Testing Laboratory returning excess marijuana to Coastal

initial ITL, an additional sample frorthe same batch previously tested shall be submitted to a
second ITL other than the initial ITL for a Second Confirmatory Test. To be considered passing
and therefore safe for sale, the sample rhase passed the Second Confirmatory Test at a
second ITL. Any Marijuana or Marijuana Product that fails the Second Confirmatory Test will
not be sold, transferred or otherwise dispensed to Consumers, Patients or Licensees without first
being remediated. Otherwise, asych product shall be destroyed in compliance with 935 CMR
500.105(12)Waste Disposal.

submitted to a licensed ITL, which may include the initial ITL for afpahel test. Any failing
Marijuana or Marijuana Product may be remediated a maximum of two times. Any Marijuana or

" License Renewal Records

Coastal Healinghall keep and submit as a component of the renewal application
documentation that the establishment requested from its Host Community the
records of any cost to a city or town reasonably related to the operation of the
establishment, which would include the city’s or town’s anticipated and actual
expenses resulting from the operation of the establishment in its community. The
applicant shall provide a copy of the electronic or written request, which should
include the date of the request, and either the substantive response(s) received or
an attestation that no response was received from the city or town. The request
should state that, in accordance with M.G.L. c. 94G, § 3(d), any cost to a city or
town imposed by the operation of a Marijuana Establishment or MTC shall be
documented and considered a public record as defined by M.G.L. c. 4, 8§ 7, cl. 26.



QUALIFICATIONS AND _TRAINING

Coastal Healing, Ind Coastal Healin will ensure that all employees hired to work at a
Coastal Healindacility will be qualified to work as a marijuana establishment agent and
properly trained to serve in their respective roles in a compliant manner.

Qualifications

In accordance with 935 CMR 500.030, a candidate for employment as a marijuana establishme
agent must be 21 years of age or older. In addition, the candidate cannot have been convicted of
a criminal offense in the Commonwealth involving the distribution of controlled substances to
minors, or a like violation of the laws of another state, the United States, or foreign jurisdiction,
or a military, territorial, or Native American tribal authority.

Coastal Healingvill also ensure that its employees are suitable for registration consistent with
the provisions of 935 CMR 500.802. In the event @a@astal Healingliscovers any of its agents

are not suitable for registration as a marijuana establishment agent, the agent’s employment will
be terminated, and Coastal Healinidj notify the Commission within one (1) business day that

the agent is noohger associated with the establishment.

Training

total ofeight (8) hours of training annuall. minimum of four (4) hours of training will be

500.105(2)(b). Any additional RVT over four (4) hours may count towards the required eight (8)
hours of training.

Non-RVT may be conducted4house byCoastal Healingr by a thirdparty vendor engaged by
the Coastal Healin@Basic orthe-job trainingin the ordinary course of business may also be
counted towards the required eight (8) hour training.

All Coastal Healing Agents that are involved in the handling or sale of marijuana at the time of
licensure or renewal of licensure will have attended and successfully completed the mandatory
Responsible Vendor Training Program operated by an education provider accredited by the
Commission

Once the
Coastal Healing\gent has completed tligasic Core Curriculum, the Agent is eligible to take
the Advanced Core Curriculum. Failure to maintain Responsible Vendor status is grounds for
action by the Commission.
